What are you giving up? 
    

 I know that time of year must be coming up as I hear increasing amount of people 
ask “What are you giving up for Lent?” 

 
I wonder if in the process of “giving something up” for the period of Lent, people also 

stop to ask why they are giving something up, and if in fact, what they are giving up has 
any relevance to why we give something up during this season! 

 
Lent is a time of repentance and renewal for the whole Church.  It is a time when we 
prayerfully take stock of our lives, turn away from the all lifestyle habits that contradict 

the Gospel and renew our commitment to Christ and each other. 
 

The season of Lent is a time of preparation for the Paschal Mystery, it is a time to      
embark on a Spiritual journey where we are challenged, and in which we challenge     

ourselves, to do more, to do better, to be better.  
 

While sacrifice is central to our Lenten journey, it can be a sacrifice which is 
pro-active.  The question “What are you giving up for Lent?” can easily be 

translated to “What are you doing for Lent?” in order to be better, to be more. 
 

So, what can you “do” this Lent to witness and live out the message of the Gospel, to, be 
better or more?  You might consider taking part in Lent Taize Prayer or discussion group, 
you could give of your time to community organisations, you might think about making a 
special effort to join the Easter Pilgrimages: the Way of the Cross walking pilgrimages or 

Palm Sunday Pilgrimage.
