Whilst growing up, I think married life was what I hoped to have some day. To be married is
not necessarily a decision that you make one day and then start working towards it (obviously
it involves two people!). So, in discerning my vocation it wasn’t so much which road to go
down rather, with whom will I share the journey?

When Richard asked me to marry him, it was very easy to say “yes”. We had a relationship
which had ingredients such as love, happiness, respect and a feeling of being genuinely com-
fortable with ourselves and each other within this relationship. Contentment is a word that
comes to mind - not in the sense that we no longer had to keep working (because marriage is
quite the opposite) but a sense that this other person and this relationship makes me feel at
peace with my life and who I am and who I will strive to be. And so, we were ready to take
that relationship further and commit to each other for the rest of our lives.

Marriage is beautiful! There are many wonderful things I could talk about but here’s one.....

Sayings like “under the thumb”, “chained to the kitchen sink”, “a life sentence” ... are all com-
monly used when joking about marriage. They conjure up images that marriage is an unpleas-
ant, laborious task and your freedom is completely lost. Marriage is about giving and it is
about working at enhancing your relationship but it is certainly not anything close to a punish-
ment. And freedom is something I believe you actually receive.

In a good marriage, you are in fact freed to be the authentic you. In
a relationship of love and peace you have the perfect environment
to grow and blossom. You bring out the best in each other. The
love you receive helps you to grow into the real you and therefore
the love you give is genuine and from the real you.

That’s my experience anyway and I love it!
