The Archbishop has called for a Diocesan Assembly held on the weekend of the 15th & 16th  
of November in Launceston for the Archdiocese of Hobart. A group of approximately 100  
people from across the state who have been invited to attend, will gather to stop, listen,  

reflect, share, discern, plan and consider the challenges and direction of the Archdiocese 

for the next 5—10 years. 

 
It has been almost 10 years since a similar program was conducted in the Diocese called ’A call 
to change’.  The Diocesan Assembly will be run by an outside facilitator and will look at what we 
have achieved over the last ten years, which of course World Youth Day 2008, has been a huge 

part of. 
 

Although only 100 have been invited, everyone is able to have their say about what they 
value in the diocese, what they are disappointed with, what they think the priorities for the 

next 3—5years and any other ideas or thoughts you may have for the Assembly.
